Allophones pertaining to manner of articulation – 2

Narrow release of /t/

Diacritic [   s]

· Occurs when /t/ is followed by /s/

· /t/ becomes affricated

· As in ‘hits’ and ‘white satin’

In any sequence of plosive and homorganic fricative there is narrow release

The diacritic changes depending on the fricative

As in ‘cards’ or ‘eight thirty’

Ejective release

 Diacritic [  (]

· Applies to /p t k / before a pause

· This is optional and varies between speakers and situations

· As in ‘fright’, and ‘jump’
