Vowel Elision

((( is usually affected.  Occasionally /I/

a.  between voiceless consonants

e.g. potato, safari, catastrophe

b. before a sonorant consonant leads to a syllabic consonant

e.g. within word vision, noble

e.g. between words, not alone, had enough

c. before a sonorant C, usually /l/ or /r/

e.g. preferable, secretary, family

Weak syllable elision

· Sometimes a whole syllable is elided

· Syllable is usually ((r( or ((l(
· Occurs when preceded by another /r/ or /l/

· e.g. /r/ library, temporary

· e.g. /l/ particularly
